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Cory Lake Isles : Rules for Use of Tennis Courts

Tennis Courts are for use by POA dues paying residents, dependants living with a member and their guests only.

. No prior reservation is required. Use of Tennis Courts are available, first come first served basis.

Residents must pick up trash and debris left behind.

No food or glass or breakable items allowed inside the enclosure.

Pets, roller blades, bicycles, skate boards, scooters etc. are not permitted inside the enclosures.

Gates must be closed all the times while playing and leaving the courts.

Do not prop the gate open with any other material leaving the court unsecured.

There is no rest room inside enclosure or outside courts area. Use the rest rooms inside the club house.

Children six (6) years of age and younger must be accompanied by a person fourteen ( 14 ) years of age or
greater for use of courts.

. Tennis Courts are property of Cory Lake Isles and managed by CDD. Any conflict shall be managed by CDD staff

inside the Club House.

Safety is primary concern to the Association and its members. Association assumes no responsibility for any
accidents or injury in connection with use of the Courts or for any loss or damage to personal property.

The Tennis Courts hours of use are dawn to 10 PM.
No more than 4 players are permitted on the court.

Smoking and intoxicants are strictly prohibited on the courts. Intoxicated persons are prohibited on the
courts.

Use of radio, television or similar devices permitted only when used with headphones.
Use of profane or abusive language is prohibited.

Only shoes designed specifically for playing tennis are permitted on the courts. Proper attire should be worn
while playing tennis.

Court lights should be turn off at the conclusion of the play and before leaving the courts.
Outside Trainers:
@ Only Association approved instructors are allowed to train our children and members.
@ Trainers can train children and members of Cory Lake home owners only.
@ Training anybody from outside of Cory Lake is strictly prohibited.

@ Trainer/s will use only court # 1 in the old courts enclosure. If more than one trainer is on the
courts for lesions at the same time and court # 2 is not being used by members, trainer can use that
court. Trainer must vacate court # 2 when member player is waiting.

PS: Number the courts. No 1 an2 in the old enclosure and No 3 and 4 in the new enclosure.
Sign boards must be prepared and hang near gates of both Tennis courts enclosure.
