Good afternoon, 

Please allow me to introduce myself, my name is Samantha Squires and I am a resident here at Cory Lake Isles. My friend McKenna Yingling and I are currently in seventh grade and are Girl Scouts of West Central Florida Troop #50139. We are working on a Silver Award project through Girl Scouts over the next couple of months.

“ Girl Scout Silver Award—the highest award a Girl Scout Cadette can earn—gives you the chance to do big things and make your community better in the process.”

McKenna and I are seeking from the CDD board an approval for us to build and install the "House of Books" project (see attached photos). The book box would be located at each of the pocket parks here in our community (totaling 4). The House of Books is a wooden box that will hold books (6-10 books) for elementary aged children. McKenna and I would raise the funds by holding frozen lemonade stands throughout the summer and ask for donations of age appropriate books from our friends for the boxes.

Here is how it works, a child would be able to open the box take out a book of their choice and either replace it with one of their own or return the book they chose. There would be instructions in the House of Books box that will explain how to use it. 

This box would be water resistant and placed onto a wooden stand for each child to reach. The Silver award requires us Girl Scouts to raise the monies for the cost of the project and spend at least 50 hours from start to finish on it. This project will take 4-5 months if not sooner depending on how quickly we raise the funds. My family and I will check on these boxes throughout the first 6 months to make sure books are in them and they are well kept. The Silver Award requires us to track the use of the project over a period of time.

A resident here that specializes in wood making (Gary Walker) has agreed to be our wood building supervisor. We just need the green light from you, the board. Please help support your local resident, Girl Scout and community.
